SCRIPTURE   Luke 8:1-3; 24:5-10 
1Soon afterwards he went on through cities and villages, proclaiming and bringing the good news of 

the kingdom of God. The twelve were with him, 2as well as some women who had been cured of evil 

spirits and infirmities: Mary, called Magdalene, from whom seven demons had gone out, 3and 

Joanna, the wife of Herod’s steward Chuza, and Susanna, and many others, who provided for them 

out of their resources. 
 
5The women were terrified and bowed their faces to the ground, but the men said to them, “Why do 

you look for the living among the dead? He is not here, but has risen. 6Remember how he told you, 

while he was still in Galilee, 7that the Son of Man must be handed over to sinners, and be crucified, 

and on the third day rise again.” 8Then they remembered his words, 9and returning from the tomb, 

they told all this to the eleven and to all the rest. 10Now it was Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary the 

mother of James, and the other women with them who told this to the apostles.
